• All bachelor’s degrees include min. 10 cr of compulsory 
communication and language studies: 

• Foreign language 4 cr: e.g. English, Spanish, Italian, French, 
German, Russian, Chinese, Arabic

➢starting skill level in English: CEFR B2, in other languages: CEFR B1

• Second national language 3 cr (Swedish/Finnish)

• Native language 3 cr (Finnish/Swedish)

• NB! If you are pursuing only a master’s degree, if the language of 
your secondary education is Finnish or Swedish and if you have 
completed your bachelor’s degree abroad, you have to complete in 
your master’s degree the language and communication studies 
normally included in a bachelor’s degree.
